Who develops the review schedule?

The academic unit is responsible for developing the review schedule with support from the
Office of the Provost. Meetings with various constituencies should focus on strategic issues. If
there is a particular group with whom the reviewers would like to meet that is not included in the
draft visit schedule, the reviewers can work with the Office of the Provost to schedule the
meeting.

What exit meetings are scheduled for each unit?

The typical schedule will include an exit interview with the unit’s administrative leaders (e.g.,
department chair and dean), a meeting to discuss early finding with the PRC, and an exit
interview with the Provost and Vice Provost for Academic Affairs.

How should the reviewers plan for the one hour meeting with the PRC during the virtual visit?
The reviewers will be asked to present a 15-20 minute report to the council regarding preliminary
findings.
