Step 1: Complete the Student Organization Request to Organize Form

Fill out the Request to Organize for on the MARQUEE (Presence) platform.

If your organization will be
tied to a particular program or college
(e.g. Department of Philosophy, College of
Communication), speak to the appropriate faculty or
staff in that unit regarding your wanting to form a
student organization.

Step 2: Gather signatures and secure a faculty or staff advisor.

After you have submitted the form, AMU Student Engagement
Services will contact you with instructions on how to gain the
electronic signatures of at least fve (5) other students that are also
interested in creating the organization. This will also take place
through the MARQUEE platform.

Step 3: Craft your constitution.
